	NOTE:
	The information below, from the German Registry, basically says that work permits are not required for family members who work on the German economy.  The German firms are aware of the exemption and should not require a family member to produce a work permit.  If the local firm is steadfast in their requirement of a work permit however, and the family member obtains such a permit to work, it will have no bearing on the individual's family member status.

	The following is an unofficial translation of the pertinent provisions of the "Verordnung ueber die Arbeitsgenehmigung fuer auslaendische Arbeitnehmer vom 17. September 1998" (directive regarding work permits for foreign workers of 17 Sep 1998) published in the Bundesgesetzblatt I, 1998 Nr. 64.  

Article 9:

No work permit is required for 

(13) persons who are exempt from the requirement of a residence permit according to Article 6 paragraph 1 of the Supplementary Agreement (SA) to the NATO Status of Forces Agreement due to their status as members of the force, members of the civilian component or family member thereof;
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
